ABSTRACT

The study of post problems and obstacles of the Protection for Motor Vehicle
Accident Victims Act B.E. 2535’s Enforcement reviews that most people do not
know the details of the Act as well as the benefits they are entitled to. Also,
related agencies in public and private sectors have not practiced in conformity
with each other, which leads to a delay in claim payments made to victims. As a
result, the objective of the Act to protect and aid motor vehicle accident victims is
not accomplished. The study suggests that, to cope with these problems,
government should have clear and prominent measures in this matter and,
simultaneously, emphasize more on pﬁblic relation. Furthermore, higher degree of
punishments is needed for wrongdoers.  Regulators have to take actions

immediately and strictly in case of violations so that the Act is not disregarded.

Abstract

The objectives of this research were o survey in the state of the art and trend of the use of
ICT in e-Learning of Bachelor students at Bangkuen Campus Kasetsart University Bangkok, and to
study the usage style and level of usage of students for enhancing normal learning in classes, and fo
study the comprehensive impact of e-learning and its level on Bacheior studenis af Bangkuen

Campus Kasetsart University Bangkok.

The samples were 775 Bachelor students at Bangkuen Campus Kasetsart University
Bangkok who registered in the first semester of 2005. Data were collected by using questionnaire and
analyzed by using off-the-shelf program. The statistics smployed for data analysis were Percentage

and Chi-Square at the .05 level of significance.

The resufts of the research showed that faculty and GPA related to the ICT application for
e-Learning in computer and Internet, KU e-magazine and M@x Learn v1.0 system at the .05 level of
significance. Year refated to the [CT appiication for e-Leaming in radio and KU e-magazine at the .05
lavel of significance. ICT-trained experience related to the ICT application for e-Learning in only
M@x Learn v1.0 system at the .05 level of significance. ICT possession related to the ICT application

for e-Learning in only KU e-magazine at the .05 level of significance.
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
