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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study (1) The relationship of personal
factors and official factors with the opinion and knowledge on continual trial system and
(2) to undertake a comparative study of criminal officers personal factors and knowledge on

continnal trial system

The samples of this study consisted of 400 officers inquiry officers, Public
Prosecutor judges and attorneys (100 : 100 : 100 :100) selected by multi — stage sampling
technique from criminal court in Bangkok and court of Justice Regilon I, Data were selected
by using the questionnaires. The statistic methods used were percentage, mean, standard

deviation, t — fest one way ANOVA F - test significant was specified at .05
Result of this study

(1) Most of the criminal officers (59.25) Finished B.A. Law from
Ramkhamhaeng University. And 27.71 were less than 35 years old, period of holding

criminal officers 1 — 5 years 36.00% and 6 — 10 years old 30.25%

(2) The criminal officers (43.0%) were of medium level of opinion on

continual trial system and high level were 29.00%

(3) The criminal officers (75.8%) were of medium level of knowledge about

continual trial system



The hypothesis test indicated that the personal factors that influenced the
opinion on continual trial were occupation age period of holding criminal officers and
mediation with statistical significance at 0.05 level. But educational institution, and

knowledge about continual trial system was not refate to opinion on continual trial.
