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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study

1. the relationship of the job satisfaction and experience of mediation with the
opinion on mediation and 2. to undertake a comparative study of judges personal factors

with their opinions on mediation

The samples of this study consisted of 320 judges selected by a multi-stage
sampling technique from three civil courts in Bangkok and provincial courts in nine regions
of country. Data were collected by using the questionnaires. The statistic methods used
were percentage, mean, standard deviation, one way ANOVA F-test significant was
specified at .05, and method of indept interview was conducted with 10 senior judges and

moreover observation technique was also used in cases study in court

Result of this study

1. Most of the judges (91.2%) Finished B.A. in Law from Ramkhamhaeng

University. And about salary 37.5% obtained 100,590 Bath per month

2. The judges had high level of medium and law experience working out to

be 35, 32.5 and 32.5% respectively.

3. Majority of judges (73.1%) were of medium level of opinion on outside
mediators
The hypothesis test indicated that the personal factors that influenced the

opinions on mediation were period of holding judge position with statistical significance at

0.05 level. But age salary and educational level was not related to opinions on mediation

and outside mediators.
