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ABSTRACT

This is a study of the issue of child rights and protection under Thai
family law concerning children born by assisted
reproductive technologies. Appropriate means are needed by which to
solve the problems of protecting the rights of these children. The study
was adocumentary research involving the collection of data from
textbooks, journals, articles, research reports, theses and other related
publications, as well as data from the internet. The recommendations of
experts on the legal rights and status of minors were compiled through
in-depth interviews. The data and information obtained are analyzed
descriptively.

The results show that medical science has rapidly to the place
where children can be given birth by means other than natural sexual
reproduction. Some married couples who cannot conceive naturally now
hope to solve their reproductive problems with the aid of modern
medical science. However, Thai family law at present does not provide
equal protection with regard to the rights of children conceived ex utero
through the aid of medical technology. Regulations of the rights and
protection of children given birth by assisted reproductive technologies
should be enforced in order to respect moral and ethical conventions of
human’s society. |

Recommendations on policy and administration should
accommodate and protect the rights of children given
birth by assisted reproductive technologies.Legal provisions should
address matters such as the duties of responsible organizations in charge
of human reproduction by assisted reproductive technologies, family
relations, and the status of children given birth by these assisted
technologies. Regulations on surrogacy arrangement and abortion
should also be scrutinized and kept abreast of social and technological
development.
